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— Fr. Frank’s Homily for the Presentation of the Lord, February 2, 2014 

Live in Love 
One of the first times I remem-
ber that God did not answer my 
prayers happened at my grand-
father’s funeral. I prayed that 
God would do a “Lazarus” for 
me and bring my grandfather 
back to life. I prayed and 
prayed, but to no avail. 
  I remember my grandfa-
ther holding me on his lap, hug-
ging in an embrace of absolute 
and unconditional love. I was 
safe and content and truly my 
true self.  
 My prayer wasn’t an-
swered as I wanted but the 
memory of me being embraced 
by my grandfather lives on in 
my memory. Love is the one re-
ality and experience death can-
not destroy. Love lives on when 
we pass through the doorway of 
death. In the life to come in all 
of its completion, faith and 
hope are no longer needed since 
we are always in the Presence 
of the Person of our hop and 
faith- God.   
 Jesus clearly wanted his 
close friend Lazarus to die and 
so he waited and came to Mary 
and Martha his sisters in the 
heart of their grief and confu-
sion. Jesus entered their experi-
ence of grief; he also wept with 
deep emotion for he experi-
enced the same loss of someone 
that he loved…and in calling 

Lazarus from the tomb, he wit-
nessed to his being the Resur-
rection and the Life.  
 The message of the rais-
ing of Lazarus is not that we 
will escape death since Lazarus 
had to go through a second 
physical death. Who would 
want that? The message is that 
Jesus is Lord of life and death 
and a new and fulfilled life 
awaits us after we breathe our 
last in this life. Death is not the 
final answer: Resurrection and 
Life have the final claim on our 
lives. 
 When someone we love 
dies, we grieve and we want 

that person back here with us; 
we miss their physical pres-
ence. But our ability to love is 
what carries us through our 
grief. And realizing that Jesus 
is in the grief and mourning 
with us…he weeps with us…he 
envelops us with his Presence, 
much like my grandfather en-
veloped me with his arms and 
gentle kisses. 
 To live in Love... to 
Love in this life gives us assur-
ance of what awaits us all in the 
life to come, the life that is 
ruled only by God’s Love.  
 We are not angels but 
embodied souls…we need our 
bodies to embrace and to touch 
and kiss. We need our bodies to 
gather around a table to eat. We 
all await that new world where 
body and soul come together in 
a beautiful harmony that will 
allow us to engage in all of our 
wonderful senses.  In Love we 
gather around  this table and are 
fed with Body and Blood…the 
Food which nourishes us and 
strengthens our hope and faith.  
 One day our faith and 
hope will cease to matter as we 
live in absolute Love, being 
embraced by each other’s Risen 
humanity.

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• The is a repeat of last week’s column because of troubles with our Comcast internet service and compressed Easter bulletin 
schedules; 

• The offertory collection for March 22-23, 2014, was $6,115; Cuisine du Coeur earned $9,739; 
• For the 2014 Fiscal Year, Sunday and Holy Day collections are 3.3% over Fiscal Year 2013 collections; versus expenses, we 

are have a $63,602 deficit. 
• For the 2014 fiscal year, the cost per family per week is $36 as 430 families contribute to the Parish.  
• Our goal is to fund all operations and expenses from the weekly collections, i.e. the goal is for the striped bars to exceed the 

black bars in the chart above. 
• St. Teresa's annual fundraisers assist in meeting funding gaps.  It is the Finance Council's and Fr. Frank's goal to increase 

weekly giving to meet our ongoing expenses, and use the proceeds from fundraisers to fund special initiatives and outreach 
programs of the Parish.

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Readings for the Week 

Treasures from Our Tradition Tradiciones de Nuestra Fe 
Most Christians today receive a bunch of palm fronds, 
olive branches, pussy willow, or for-
sythia (a relative of the olive) to carry 
in procession and to bear home in 
blessing. Some even offer sprigs of 
palm or other branches as a gesture of 
peace to those they have offended. 
The desire is to make a clean sweep 
of your spiritual house before the 
Easter feast. 
 Accepting the branch is a token of the bearer’s willing-
ness to journey with the Church through a grateful remem-
brance of Jesus Christ’s passion, death, and life-giving 
resurrection. Traditionally, the plants associated with to-
day’s feast are planted in cemeteries as a sign of Christ’s 
victory over death and the promise of new life. 
 The joy of this day’s opening procession soon gives 
way to a solemn reading of the Passion, this year according 
to Matthew. The ritual is meant not only to strengthen us to 
hear this account, but to stir us up to accompany the 
Church on this journey through Holy Week. It also pre-
pares us for next Sunday’s joyful renewal of our baptismal 
vows.

El Viernes Santo de 1660, mientras 
predicaba en la iglesia de Nuestra de Señora de los 
Desamparados, ante la efigie del Señor en agonía, decidió 
hacer una comparación del sufrimiento de Cristo al 
sufrimiento de los desamparados, llamando a los cristianos al 
apostolado de caridad y justicia. Las siete últimas palabras de 
Jesucristo deben movernos al servicio de los desamparados.

Lecturas de la Semana 
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The Lenten cycle brings us to this “mixed” Sunday of 
palm branches and painful suffering. Our liturgy 
opens by recalling Jesus’ tri-
umphant entry along the main 
road into Jerusalem, then 
moves quickly to the back 
streets of betrayal and humilia-
tion, the courtyards of torture 
and abandonment, the hill of 
execution. 
 Isaiah’s strange and grip-
ping “Song of the Servant of 
God” was to become the song of Jesus. It is the song 
of one who strides forward consistently in the face of 
criticism, even scorn: “I have not rebelled, have not 
turned back.” It is to become our song, as faithful fol-
lowers of Jesus Christ. 
 How are we to react when we hear the ac-
count of the passion and death of the Lord? Paul tells 
us that our attitude must be Christ’s, who “emptied 
himself, taking the form of a slave.” We pray that we 
may absorb the attitude of Christ, and face life 
squarely in its triumph and its pain.

Pablo 
escribió que nuestra actitud deberá ser igual a la de 
Cristo, “que tomó la condición de esclavo”. Rogamos 
para poder asumir la actitud de Cristo, y enfrentarnos a 
la vida con valentía— con sus triunfos y sus dolores.

• I never will forget when Lupe’s eleven year old 
brother came to us at a SPRED party and said “Thank you 
for caring about my sister.”  Lupe also has Down Syn-
drome, but that never stopped her from being a prankster 
and a winning Special Olympics athlete. 
• The first time we met Wayne, who also has autism, he 
spent the whole conversation pacing and telling Janette 
and I, “You’re fired. You’re fired. You’re fired.” as he had 
been watching Donald Trump’s Apprentice quite a bit.  
Now Wayne is about to graduate from Columbia College. 
 When we participate in our Total Community ses-

sions, we love to hear the greetings from all 
of our friends --- Luis, my special friend, 
has autism.  He is so enthusiastic when he 
arrives, saying “Janette!”  Or “Caitlin!”  
Or “Carrie!”  “Nice to see you!  How are 
you?”  Our friends remember the names 
and even birthdates of our catechists’ chil-

dren and especially love it when our families join us for 
Masses, celebrations and other events.  It makes me happy 
to feel that our friends know us and care about us and our 
families, just as we care about them and their families. 
 We feel happy coming together as a community 
for our SPRED Masses ---  catechists, our current friends, 
our friends who have aged out of our 11 – 16 age group,  
our families ---and you, the parishioners of St. Teresa who 
have been so supportive of our ministry.  We are also very 
grateful to you for funding our program – and being able 
to contribute to other SPRED programs --- because of 
your unbelievably generous contributions during our an-
nual Tootsie Roll Drive.
